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CURRENT OPERATION AT 4520 KENWOOD

For several months, the Club has worked to equally balance its need to maintain current clubhouse
operations with the need to invest in and prepare for the planned relocation. Today, the Club
must focus its time and resources to transitioning to our new home. Therefore, effective February
1, 2010, the Rockhill Tennis Club will suspend its clubhouse operations and reduce staff
accordingly. The Club will continue to operate its winter tennis facility and program as is through
April 30, 2010. During this interim period, social events may be planned at off-site locales for the
membership to continue the spirit of community and camaraderie that is the foundation of the
Club’s 95 year-old history. The Club will also explore reciprocal arrangements for tennis and pool
amenities at other venues. Membership dues (but no monthly food minimum) will remain at their
current level for the time being to provide sufficient operating capital to fund current obligations
(such as employee severance and outstanding accounts payable). Beginning April 1st, the Board
will consider adjusting the dues rate to a level consistent with the Club’s then level of operation
and obligation. Any member who continues his or her membership during this time will be
exempt from future initiation fees. Any member who leaves the Club and rejoins once the Club
has relocated will be subject to an initiation fee of no less than $3,500.00.

The Governors, all active members, themselves, recognize the emotional attachment of the
Kenwood house and do not make this decision easily. However, it is no longer practical to operate
and invest in the current site in the face of the approaching deadline to relocate. We also
understand the human impact of this decision on our staff. Their steadfastness during this
difficult time is very much appreciated. Plans have been put in place to provide severance
packages and a separate fund will be maintained for members wishing to contribute directly.

In Closing
For 95 years, the Rockhill Tennis Club has been an important midtown Kansas City organization.

The Board is excited about our transition so the Club is well-position as it heads toward its
centennial. We also recognize that members may have questions that are not answered by this
letter and would encourage members to contact individual governors or Chip Walsh, who is the
project relocation director/interim general manager, at 816-931-1316.
